1) How did adding the Bill of Rights to the United States Constitution express principles established centuries before in the Magna Carta and the English Bill of Rights?
2) Contrast the social contract theory of government with the divine right theory. What type of government would result from each theory?
3) Explain the power of judicial review and how it checks the power of the executive and legislative branches.
4) “A well-regulated Militia being necessary to the security of a free State, the right of the people to keep and bear arms shall not be infringed.”
—Second Amendment, 1791
