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This is part of Muhammad'’s last sermon, preached in Makkah just
before he died-

" My people, just as you keep this month of pilgrimage and
this city sacred so you should keep the life and property of every
Muslim sacred. Reflect on my words. | leave behind two things, the
Qur'an and the example of my life. If you follow these you will not
fail....All who listen to me pass my words on to others.”

What two things did he say would guide those who wished to be his
followers?

The two things to follow were

He told them to respect (" keep sacred”) the month of pilgrimage,
the city of Makkah and what else?

What did he mean, do you think?2
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If you had to give a final sermon - a farewell message to the world,
telling people whose example they ought to follow — who would
you choose and why?
